Claims and accounts were read and reviewed. It was moved by Gill and seconded by Georgesen to pay all claims. Motion carried, 5-0.


Georgesen made a motion to approve the Board Resolution to sell the vacant lots to Leon Pies.  Launsby seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Malcolm made a motion to apportion the property sale proceeds to the Building Fund.  Tighe seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Launsby made a motion to approve the Superintendent/Elementary Principal salary at $87,500 plus family insurance benefits for the 08/09 school year.  Georgesen seconded.  Georgesen and Launsby voted yea, Tighe, Gill and Malcolm voted nay.  Motion did not pass, 2-3.

Malcolm made a motion to approve the Superintendent/Elementary Principal salary at $90,000 plus family insurance benefits for the 08/09 school year.  Tighe seconded.  Tighe, Gill and Malcolm voted yea, Georgesen and Launsby voted nay.  Motion carried 3-2.  

Launsby made a motion to approve the Principal salary at  $86,700 for the 08/09 school year.  Georgesen seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.  


Georgesen made a motion to approve the Business Manager salary for the 08/09 school year at $25,500 plus employee and spouse medical and dental insurance benefits and an additional week vacation.  Launsby seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.  


Gill made a motion to adapt the proposed job descriptions as presented by Supt. Gade.  Malcolm seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Tighe made a motion to hire Terri Hall as a full time teacher.  Malcolm seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Launsby made a motion to approve that a wrestling agreement be made with SSC Schools.  Gill seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Gill made a motion to accept the application of Robin Wathen for the Language Arts position replacing Stacie Johnson.  Launsby seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Malcolm made a motion to accept the resignation of Dave Moore as Instrumental Music instructor.  Launsby seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Gill made a motion to accept the resignation of Andrea Hinrichs as Secondary Special Education Instructor.  Georgesen seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.  


Malcolm made a motion to accept the resignation of Marsha Criddle as Cook/Custodian.  Tighe seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.  


The Nebraska School Board election was discussed.

Launsby made a motion to vote for Jean Karlen from Pender.  Gill seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
