Malcom made a motion to approve at two-year contract for the new superintendent, Russell Gade,  at a salary of $83,000 for the first year with the salary to be negotiated at the January 2008 meeting for the second year. He also will be provided with family health and dental insurance. Tighe seconded. Motion carried, 6-0.


Gill made a motion to approve the resignation of Dan Harris effective with the end of the 2006/2007 school year. Georgesen seconded. Motion carried, 6-0.
